Mission Statement

Trait d’Union Outaouais inc is a non-profit community organization serving the Outaouais (region 07).  Its intended mission is to offer services of psychosocial rehabilitation to persons aged 0 to 21 who have been diagnosed with autism or other pervasive developmental disorders. We also offer support services to immediate and extended family members. 

General Objectives

We strive to:

· Maximize the person’s potential by stimulating and supporting his or her development. 

· Facilitate access to those resources that best fit the needs of the person and of his or her family. 

· Share the expertise of our organization and cooperate with all partners of the psychosocial, academic and recreational sectors so as to guarantee the development and complementary nature of available services.

· Dispel isolation, inform family and close-ones and provide them with the necessary tools to assume their roles.  

 

Available services

The family service sector offers information on different subjects, support groups for parents, information sessions, a list of babysitters, family activities, access to a documentation center, a newsletter and more.  A support group for brothers and sisters can also be offered based on request.  

The groups and structured activities sector supports the development of the person presenting a PDD through day camps and group activities (number of participants is limited) while offering respite to the parents.

The integration support sector facilitates social integration of the person presenting a PDD by promoting awareness in the different locations frequented by the individual and by offering accompaniment services in the community (number of places limited). Social clubs are also available for children and adolescents with Asperger’s syndrome or high functioning autism. TUOI can also offer parents, coordinators and natural helpers information sessions on PDDs.

Access criteria

In order to be eligible to TUOI services, the children/adolescents must:

· Be under 21 years of age.
· Reside in the Outaouais region (region 07).
· Have had a formal diagnosis of pervasive developmental disorder (PDD), such as autism, pervasive developmental disorder not otherwise specified (PDD-NOS), Asperger syndrome, childhood disintegrative disorder or Rett syndrome.

· Become a member of the organisation and pay a yearly fee.

*Due to the recent regional mandate, all services are currently offered in Gatineau (Hull, Gatineau and Aylmer sectors) and persons residing outside of these sectors must come to Gatineau in order to access the services.

Access process

Parents of a child responding to the above criteria can present a request for services directly to the organization by supplying the following documents: a formal attestation confirming the diagnosis, as well as the access form available from the organisation or on the website at www.traitdunionoutaouais.com
Parents will rapidly meet the coordinator in charge of welcoming the new families at TUOI.  An evaluation of their needs will be performed and services will be explained in detail. They will then be able to become members of the organization and will have access to required services according to the number of places available.

The organization maintains the right to limit access to certain programs or to request the support of another establishment from the social services network in certain situations.
